Muslim Student Association (MSA)

MISSION

Muslim Student Union (MSU) is a diverse group of students, faculty, staff, and community members at the University of California, Riverside organized to promote Islam, recognize its history and clear misinterpretations by mainstream media resources. 

ARTICLE I

Name of Organization

The name of the organization shall be “Muslim Student Association”, hereinafter referred to as “MSA”.

ARTICLE II

Purpose of Organization

MSA-UCR’s main objective is the study of Islam through its programs and activities.  MSA-UCR recognizes that Muslims and others living in predominantly Islamic Societies are distinguished by shared historical, social, and cultural backgrounds.  MSA-UCR shall strive to represent the interests of those UCR students, faculty, staff, and community members, who share that cultural background through education, social programs, and activities; MSU-UCR shall be committed to equality and justice and shall oppose all manifestations of social injustice and oppression.

ARTICLE III

Membership Practice

A. Eligibility for Membership

Any student, faculty, staff, or community member at University of California, Riverside, shall be eligible to attain membership in the organization without regard to race, color, national origin, religion, sex, handicap, or age.

B. Criteria for Membership
Membership in the organization shall be extended to UCR students, faculty, staff, and community members who agree to uphold the general purposes of the organization as stated in Article II of this document.

C. Categories of Membership

Active members shall be those members of the organization who attend at lease 50% of the general meetings in the academic year in question. They must also attend at lease two special events in the academic year.  The executive board, at its discretion, may waive the attendance requirement. 

D. Withdrawal of Members 

Members may withdraw at any time and for any reason, however they must first notify the executive board of their withdrawal at the time they wish to leave.

ARTICLE IV

Officers

A. List of Officers

The officers shall be 

a) President 

b) Vice President/External Public Relations

c) Secretary

d) Treasurer

e) Internal Public Relations:  Brothers

f) Internal Public Relations:  Sisters

B. Duties and Responsibilities

a) The President shall serve as the chair of the executive board.  He or she shall be the chief executive officer of the organization and shall have general supervision of the affairs and property of the organization and over the elected officers.

b) The vice President/External Public Relations shall be responsible for the executive board, if the president was not able to fulfill the duty. He or she shall also be responsible for external activities of the organization and for outreach.

c) The Secretary shall be responsible for taking the minutes of the general meetings and executive board meetings.  He or She shall also be responsible for keeping an accurate record of membership and general meeting attendance.  The secretary shall also be responsible for all room reservations and completing proper paperwork for organization events.

d) The Treasurer shall be responsible for all the fund of the organization. He or she shall also be responsible for keeping accurate and adequate records of the assets and transactions of the organization.  The treasurer shall also be responsible for giving regular reports on organizational finances.

e) The Internal Public Relations: Brothers and Sisters shall be responsible for coordinating internal activities of the organization. He or she shall also be responsible for keeping a record of the members and contacting the members about special events.

C. Qualifications for becoming an Officer 

All UCR students eligible to become members of the organization may become eligible for an officer position.  The president shall be a member of the previous executive board.

D. Terms of Office
